Business Arising

1. Sultana Road Development. Federal Gov has sent a letter to the Shire of Kalamunda advising of their obligations under the EPBC Act. Aileen has distributed 60 letters around the neighbourhood. 2 phone calls against, 1 in support and 2 supportive comments.  Further action should be taken under the Directions 2031 metro plan which encompasses Hazelmere/Swan and Mundaring. Action: Tony and Alan to work on a referral to 2031 to Fed Minister (carry forward)

2. Newspaper articles.  Suggested article “NRPG pushes for Foothills Regional Park”. Alan Hill to provide 8 dot points to Katharine for article.

3. Documents to be included on Shire Website. Figures from the Council approved Wildlife Corridors Policy from Oct 1998, and possibly other docs are missing. KO to email Shire to include them. Also request Reserve Acquisition Policy, Strategic Wildlife Policy ,  Maida Vale and Hartfield Park Mgt Plans.

Letter re Shire Contractors removing dead trees & wood – unsatisfactory reply, this is  a continued insensitivity/lack of consultation with Reserve Coordinators and defeats purpose of Friends Group register, ignoring Shire prior advice to Friends Groups  & 1000’s of volunteer hours. Action: ES make bullet points to KO/SG for letter reply to author, CEO and Carol Everett. Include Prescribed burns as a precedent. KO to scan reply and send to committee.

5. Bushmead Rifle Range – Alan H made personal submission to City of Swan, and also to Directions  2031on behalf of Helena River Catchment Group (HRCG), and not had feedback from City of Swan.

6. Display Update – Aileen/Katharine, newspaper articles to Allan C to scan for 2nd copy - carried forward.

7. Website,  incl. NRPG Integr Catchmt Mgmt Plan to NRM – Aileen/Rob working on it – carried forward.
