2008 FRIENDS GROUP SURVEY RESULTS

The Shire of Kalamunda currently has 43 active Friends Groups, comprised of 327

Volunteers.

These Volunteers have contributed a total of3908.25 hours reported Bushcare volunteer

work during 2008 which represents a total of $78,165 worth of work from the community.

More than 7800 plants planted by Friends Groups in 2008

1 in 5 groups have reported an increase in their activity over the year of 2008

% of the groups reported that the Shire and the Bush Crew were of assistance throughout

the year

Over half of the groups reported that their sites had improved in condition over 2008

CONSERVATION VOLUNTEERS AUSTRALIA

We have been working with CVA since December last year to achieve a number of bushcare

goals throughout the Shire.

Since December we have had access to a total of 864 volunteer hours from CVA teams and

been able to:

• Stem inject dieback susceptible trees in the section of the Railway Heritage Trail

behind the Shire administration building. Volunteers also targeted tribolium uniolae

while they were there.

• Carry out removal of woody weed and some dead material for fire control reasons

on the northern sections of the Railway Heritage Trail

• Install 24 cubic metres of coffee rock to protect the creek from water erosion

damage on a section of Poison Gully - Pinker Cres, High Wycombe as part of the

current Community Water Grant which is being expended on the site in preparation

for planting in June/ July this year.

• Carry out maintenance of revegetation sites with the Bush Crew in preparation for

planting

• Removal of weeds in the regenerating bushland at Hartfield Park that was burnt in

Jan 08.

• Carry out weed removal at Piesse Brook to support Friends Group activities

• This work has so far cost us $8250 and represents work to the value of $18,480



The activities we will be aiming at carrying out with CVA between now and June 30 are:

• Removal of woody weeds in the bushland at Ledger Reserve in April

• Further work on the Railway Heritage Trail

• Planting in Shire revegetation sites with the Bush Crew in June.

RESERVE MANAGEMENT ACTION PLAN - WITH ASSISTANCE FROM PERTH BIODIVERSITY

Reserve Management Action Plan which was one of the recommendations of the Local

Biodiversity Strategy.

This plan will set out our priorities for bushcare tasks on Shire Reserves for coming years. It

is envisaged that this document will be a working document and will be updated constantly

as work is achieved or new resources such as grants become available to get the work done.

The plan will also be informed by requests from Friends Groups throughout the year and

from the yearly survey of group activity in December.

Once the first edition of this plan is finalised it will be available through Environmental

Services.
